	The central role of governance in the management of water resources in the Mediterranean region is difficult to contest. Severe scarcity conditions the region encounters, coupled with intense demographic changes, potential climate change implications and a rich constellation of geopolitical particularities place water governance firmly and high in the policy agenda. Furthermore, it is the planning and implementation of water plans and much needed governance reforms that render the overall endeavour necessary, though highly challenging. 
The session’s objective is to take stock of on-going country efforts with regard to IWRM design and implementation -with due consideration to the complexity of the IWRM framework/approach, share lessons learnt and identify concrete and successful solutions with replicability potential within and outside the region. In this process, complementarities with existing initiatives and programmes (e.g. MED EUWI, SWIM, MedPartnership, UNDP WGP-AS, etc) will be identified and utilised so as not to duplicate efforts.
